There is also the ggnd
confusion from small children who have no idea wdat
church is or why they are there and the occasional
grumpy look from someone who has been dragged there
against their will.

There
are some things that can be learned
only by constant, dedicated practice,
but if you persevere, you find that
you achieve something that seemed
initially impossible." In other words,
there's a big difference between

That's wonderful, but the fact is that a lot of
those churches struggle to survive the rest of/¢ae,
and that buck or two you throw in the plate doesialke
a dent. Those buildings may be beautiful, butkesaa
lot of money to keep them going, to fix the rocdyghe
heating bill, and provide for the priest, ministerabbi
and the organist and choir director. It would newerk
without the loyal group of folks who volunteer tedp it
all going.

saying you believe in God (or
darkening the door twice a year) and actually peag
your religion. Talk is cheap, but faith requiregukar
practice, and it might just be worth the effort.

So the next time you show up for Christmas or
the high holy days, know that the invitation is ajs
extended.
